About the size of a large school bus, the Hubble orbits at a speed of five miles per second,
353 miles above Earth. At that velocity it can eross the United States in about 10 minutes
and circle the globe in an hour and a half.
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The Final Act

The Hubble is expected to go out of service some time around 2014, 24 vears after its
launch. By then a replacement, the James Webb Space Telescope, is scheduled to be in
place. The Webb telescope's infrared images will let scientists study regions of the
universe more distant than what the Hubble can reach. Once its life is over the Hubble
may be retrieved from space, or guided to a final splashdown in the ocean.
